It does not take as much as 5
minutes either way. No flunks are given.

Student must realize that he is not actually drilling the TRs
at this point; he is only demonstrating how to do the drill as
a student and how to coach the drill as a coach.

No verbal tech is to be given. Student, as a student or
coach, simply duplicates exactly what the HCOB
references state regarding the TRs.

When the student has demonstrated the TRs as both a
student and a coach, the Supervisor signs below that he
has done so.
